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THE SACRAMENT OF CONFIRMATION 

 

Confirmation is a sacrament in which those who have been baptized receive the fullness of 

the Holy Spirit, whom the Lord sent upon His apostles at Pentecost.  It is a sacrament that 

celebrates God’s special strengths and gifts in those who have been baptized.  

 

In 1972, the Church published The Rite of Christian Initiation for Adults (RCIA).  The 

RCIA stresses the connection between the three sacraments of Christian initiation:  Baptism, 

Confirmation and Eucharist.   

 

× In Baptism, a person becomes a Christian and receives grace and life from the Holy 

Spirit.  

 

× In Confirmation, the baptismal vows are renewed, and the sealing of the Holy Spirit 

serves as a preparation for a mature Christian life. 

 

× In Eucharist, the great sign of Christian unity, the faithful are nourished and 

strengthened.  They are transformed into a more loving and united community of 

believers. 

 

Through these sacramental rites, the faithful are officially acknowledged as Christians.  They 

are commissioned to carry out the mission of Christ and His Church.   

 

Confirmation is a parish community celebration.  It provides an opportunity for members of 

the parish family to renew their baptismal commitment.  Confirmation time in the parish is a 

time when the community celebrates the gifts of the Holy Spirit among them.  

 

It is not enough for the candidates (those eligible and preparing for Confirmation) to sit back 

and learn about faith from the words of a catechist or from a book.  They must go out and 

see for themselves how the Holy Spirit is at work in the community.  Confirmation 

preparation is the chance for them to find how the gifts of the Holy Spirit are at work every 

day.  This also helps the candidate to be open to receiving these spiritual gifts in a special 

way at their Confirmation.   

 

Pentecost saw the Holy Spirit given to the fledging group of people that was the Church.  

Peter and the others had experienced both the presence of the Risen Christ and His Holy 

Spirit.  These remarkable experiences fired them to begin immediately spreading the Good 

News that Jesus was Lord.  He had broken through the chains of death and had risen from 

the dead.  God’s gifts are empowering, welcoming, merciful and loving.  His power is 

available to everyone through the coming of the Holy Spirit.  
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CANDIDATE EXPECTATIONS 

 

Candidates preparing for the Sacrament of Confirmation are encouraged to develop an 

intimate relationship with the Lord in personal prayer and experience a sense of belonging to 

the Christian community by proclaiming the Gospel through acts of Christian service.  

 

Role of Candidates preparing for the Sacrament of Confirmation: 

 

 ̈ Develop and maintain an active prayer life 

 ̈ Listen attentively and participate willingly in preparation classes 

 ̈ Respect otherõs point of view 

 ̈ Ask questions ð this helps develop a more mature understanding of Christian beliefs and 

makes your own commitment stronger 

 ̈ Attend Mass weekly and receive the Sacraments regularly  

 ̈ Invite a practicing Catholic to be your Confirmation sponsor 

 ̈ Attend and actively participate in Confirmation Retreats 

 ̈ Complete the required assignments, service hours and interview requirements 

 ̈ Remain an active member of the Catholic community and continue to learn about the faith 

 

Rite of Enrollment 

 

The Rite of Enrollment is a ceremony that will take place in the fall.  Candidates who choose 

to enter into the preparation for the Sacrament of Confirmation will make an official public 

pledge during the Confirmation Commitment Mass.  Prior to the Rite of Enrollment, 

candidates are asked to seriously and prayerfully reflect on the candidacy requirements.

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GUIDELINES FOR CHOOSING A CONFIRMATION NAME AND SAINT REPORT 

 

Each Confirmation candidate chooses a saint as a patron and confirmed under that patron 

saint’s name.  A patron saint  is someone already in heaven whom we feel a connection, want 

to imitate, and from whom we request intercession throughout life.   

 

The tradition of taking on a new name reflects a new role in life.  This is evident throughout 

Scriptures, e.g. “Abram” was changed to “Abraham” which means “Father of Many 

Nations,” and “Simon” was changed to “Peter” which means “Rock” because Jesus founded 

His Church upon him as the first pope.  

 

When you choose a new name for your Confirmation, it should be the name of a Saint you 

have read and learned about, admire and want to imitate.  You shouldn’t choose a Saint 

because you like his/her name.  You should choose a Saint you want to be like.  

 

Practical Guidelines in Selecting a Saint 

o You should be familiar with this saint’s life.  It is to be hoped that you see similarities 

between you and this saint and/or want to aspire to be like this saint. 

o The saint you select should be someone you look up to as a hero. 

o You should develop a personal devotion to this saint and build a relationship with 

him/her through constant prayer. 

o You should try to learn about a lot of saints in order to make a good decision on 

choosing your patron saint.  The more saints you are familiar with the easier it 

becomes for you to request their intercession.  The saints are always eager and happy 

to help us.   

 

Confirmation Saint Presentation 

You will be required to prepare a short presentation about your chosen Saint.  This report 

should be typed and accompanied by a poster board display. Your report should include: 

 

o Saintõs name, place and date of birth  

o Color photo of your chosen Saint 

o Information about his or her family life 

o Their occupation or state in life 

o Feast date 

o Interesting information about the Saintõs life including virtue or character trait that was 

displayed that you would like to imitate 

o What are they the patron saint of 

o What you chose your Saint and what lesson did you learn about the Saint that you can 

follow 

o Name something significant that was learned about your Catholic faith through this project

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CHOOSING A CONFIRMATION SPONSOR 

 

At Baptism, you entered the Church with the support of your parents and godparents.  On 

your behalf, they took the first step of initiating you into the Catholic faith.  They promised 

to instruct you in the Catholic faith and guide you on the path.  

 

At Confirmation, you stand on your own and renew the promises spoken on your behalf at 

Baptism.  In the eyes of the Church, you are responsible and mature enough to assume this 

responsibility.  During the preparation process you will choose a special person, your 

Confirmation sponsor, who will help guide you, stand with you and present you.  This person 

will be your support as you prepare to receive the sacrament.  Your sponsor is an adult whom 

will help you grow and live out your faith, both in preparation for Confirmation and 

throughout your life.  Below are some guidelines to help you pick a sponsor as well as some 

questions to help discern if this person would be a good sponsor for you. Please take some 

time to think and pray about your sponsor as they will help guide you on your journey.  

 
In accordance with Canon 874 of the Code of Canon Law, the Confirmation Sponsor must meet the following 

criteria: 

 

o Your sponsor must be a faithful Roman Catholic who has celebrated the Sacraments of Initiation:  

Baptism, Confirmation and Holy Eucharist 

o Your sponsor must be at least 16 years of age 

o Your sponsor must regularly attend Sunday Mass and Holy Days of Obligation and give witness to 

Jesus Christ as Savior and Lord 

o Your sponsor must be free from all Canonical impediments 

o Your sponsor may not be your mother or father as they already have the role of sponsoring 

o Your sponsor should support and help your parent in this role 

o Your sponsor is open to the Living Word of God in sacred scripture and the Church 

 

o If your sponsor is unable to attend your Confirmation Mass a proxy may be used.  The proxy 

represents the Sponsor and does not need to fulfill the Sponsor criteria. 

 

Here are some questions to address when seeking a Sponsor: 

 

o Is the sponsor baptized and confirmed and over 16 years old? 

o If the sponsor is married, was he/she married in the Catholic Church? 

o Does the sponsor attend Mass on Sunday? 

o Does the sponsor follow the teachings of the Catholic Church? 

o Will this person help you grow in your faith and love God and neighbor more? 

o Get to know your sponsor.  Where did they grow up, what did they study, what kind of jobs have they 

had?  Get to know them as a person and have them share their life experiences with you.  Talk to your 

sponsor about how he/she has developed his/her relationship with God.  What have been peek 

experiences? 

o Moments of conversion?  How have they witnessed God’s presence? 

o Talk to your sponsor about his/her favorite ways and places to pray. 

o Talk to your sponsor about how he/she witnesses Christ and proclaims the faith in word and deed. 

o Talk to your sponsor about how he/she lives our his/her participation in the Church daily.

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MY ACTS OF LOVE  - GIVING OF MYSELF TO OTHERS 

SERVICE HOURS EXPECTATIONS 

 

Commitment to serving others is an integral part of the Confirmation preparation experience.  

To follow Jesus is to be of loving service to others.  Jesus gave us examples of service 

throughout His life.  On the night before he died, He assumed the role of a servant and 

washed the feet of His apostles.   

 

Candidates are called to bear witness to the Gospel message by choosing and carrying out 

service experiences.  Such an experience is a concrete action performed in answer to the 

Gospel’s challenge to love our neighbor as Jesus loves us.  It is hoped that these experiences 

can be the beginning of a lifelong effort to witness the Gospel message of service to others.  

Service means not receiving payment or reimbursement for your efforts.   

 

The corporal works of mercy come to us from Matthew 25:34-40, where Jesus tells us that 

whatever you did to the least of these, you did it to Him. Below are some simple and some 

not so simple ideas to get your started. As Pope Francis said, “True power is service. The 

Pope must serve all people, especially the poor, the weak, the vulnerable.” If he can do it, so 

can you!  Here are some examples: 
 

Feed the Hungry. 

•Make sandwiches and pass them out to the homeless. 

•Keep granola bars in your car to pass out to people in need at stoplights. 

•Pick up leftovers at a local grocery store, bakery, or restaurant and deliver them to a food bank or homeless 

shelter. 

•Take a friend out to lunch, your treat. 

•Keep a list of local food banks and soup kitchens on hand to pass out to those you encounter around your town 

who could use such services. 

•Volunteer at a food bank. 

•Organize a Catholic Relief Services Food Fast and donate the proceeds to help farmers withstand drought in 

Malawi; $60.00 is all it takes. 

•Serve at a soup kitchen. 

•Prepare and take a meal to someone in your community who is seriously ill or welcoming home a newborn. 

•Help out at a Knights of Columbus pancake breakfast. 

•Give to or host a food drive. 

  

Give Drink to the Thirsty. 

•Pass out water bottles to the homeless. 

•Have a “donations only” lemonade stand and use the proceeds to Improve the Water Supply in Ethiopia via 

Catholic Relief Services.  

•Pay for the coffee of the person behind you at a coffee shop. 

•Take a cold glass of water to a neighbor doing yard work. 

•Donate baby formula to a local pregnancy help center. 

•Work a drink station at a local charity race. 

  

Clothe the Naked. 

•Go through your closet and give away what you don’t need. 

•Host a clothing drive and donate the items. 

•Knit, crochet, or sew baby blankets for your local pregnancy help center.

help maintain existing homes and keep those in need in their homes. 

•Keep a list of local homeless shelters on hand to pass out to those you meet on the street. 

•Become a mentor to a foster child. 

•Send a care package with special treats to an orphanage. 

•Help a family working towards adoption by hosting a fundraiser for them. 

•Sponsor a child through the Christian Foundation for Children and Aging (CFCA). 

•Donate to or volunteer with programs such as Christ in the City to further their efforts in working with the 

homeless.

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ROLES AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF PARENTS 

 

“As the primary educators of their children: parents are to be intimately involved in the 

catechesis for Confirmation.  This will help them renew and strengthen their own faith, 

besides enabling them to set a better example for their children.”  (NCD no. 119) 

 

Parents, you play a vital role in your children’s continuing initiation into a full membership 

in the Christian community.  Your model and encouragement is a key element in the 

formation process.   

 

 

Parents should expect to: 
o Worship with your family regularly 

o Be actively involved in the Confirmation preparation of the candidate 

o Engage in discussions about the material being studied including sharing your understanding and 

perspective 

o Encourage your child to reflect and thoughtfully consider the decision to receive the sacrament of 

Confirmation 

o Pray for your child’s spiritual growth every day 

o Support and encourage completion of assignments, activities and expectations 

o Emphasize the importance of the sacrament of Confirmation by taking an active part in the celebration 

of Confirmation 

o Faithfully bring your teen (and when necessary yourself) to class, meetings, programs and prayer 

services that are planned to help your child prepare for the sacrament of Confirmation.   
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TEACHINGS OF OUR CATHOLIC FAITH 
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MINISTRY INTERVIEWS 

 

Candidates will start to think about ways to get more involved in the Church.  It takes the 

part of everyone to build a strong community of faith.  Candidates are asked two interview
